Heritage Irish Stepdancers Summer 2010 Schedule Information!


Summertime is almost here!  This year, our summer semester will start in May and run through August.  Attached is our summer class schedule.  In general, we tried to keep it as close to the fall schedule as possible for convenience, but there are a few changes, so read carefully.


To sign up for summer classes and camps, fill out the attached registration form and mail it back to us or give it to us at class along with your May tuition (which may be postdated for May 3).  Registration forms received without May tuition will not count towards the class minimum, and students must have balances paid in full to register.  Classes must have at least 5 students to run, and most classes will be limited to 12 students, so sign up right away to make sure your class runs and you have a spot.  Register by Saturday, May 1, since that’s the day we will decide which classes are running.  We will then send you an email or a postcard with your class confirmation (and if your class is not running, we will call you to discuss your options).


There is no registration fee for students who take class in April and who register by May1st.  There will be a $10 registration fee for students who did not take class in April or who register after May 1st.

Summer Dates


We will be running a normal class schedule throughout the summer.  The summer semester will run from May 3 -August 31st, with no regular class on May 31 for Memorial Day or June 28th through July 5th for Independence Day.  The dates and times for regular classes and camps are listed on the schedule.


Fall classes will begin on Wednesday, September 1, and then the Estes Park competition will be held on Saturday, September 11 and Sunday, September 12--book your hotel rooms now!  We will have class on September 11 for dancers not competing.


When we give you your confirmation, we will attach a calendar for your reference with these dates laid out on it.

New Under 7 Class!

We will be running a class for kids ages 3-6 at Taps ‘N Toes in Broomfield over the summer.  The class will be on Fridays from 10-10:45 a.m. and will run from June 18-August 6.  If you live up north, please let people with young kids know about this new class.

Free Try-out Lessons

Attached is a certificate for a free month of lessons for a new student.  If you know anyone who would be interested in Irish dance, please forward the certificate on to them!  They would just need to send a registration form and the certificate in to us to sign up.

Competition Reminder
As a reminder, dancers must take class the month before and the month of a competition in order to be eligible to compete.  For instance, if you would like to compete at the Pikes Peak Feis in June, you need to take class in both May and June.  Privates can be taken instead of regular class; contact us by phone or e-mail to arrange privates.

Championship dancers must take class at least twice a week in order to be eligible to compete.  Again, privates can be arranged if necessary.

Group Dance Classes and Dance Drama
Every year, we compete at our regional championships in November.  These regional championships are called the Oireachtas (pronounced “oar-rock-tuss”).  This year, the regional championships are being held in Sacramento, California November 19-21.

We compete in two different kinds of group dance at these championships: the first kind is an eight hand, where eight people do a traditional Irish group dance together (it's kind of like a square dance).  We will be practicing eight hands and other traditional group dances on Tuesday nights at the Friendship Center from 6:30 p.m. to 7:30 p.m..  Dancers of all ages who are at least beginner one level in class are welcome to join us!

The second kind of group dance is called a dance drama.  In a dance drama, we reenact an Irish story using dance, costumes, and props.  It's like a short play that uses dance instead of words.  We will be practicing our dance dramas on Saturday mornings at the Friendship Center from 8:30 a.m. to 9:30 a.m..  Dancers of all ages who are least beginner one level in class are welcome to join us.

Doing group dance at the regional championships is a great way to meet new friends and experience the regional championships for the first time in a fun way.  We encourage everyone interested to join us!

Dancers who are interested in doing the regional championships, either with an eight hand, a dance drama, or both, should take group dance class over the summer as well as the fall.  Just sign up on your summer registration sheet.

If you are interested in group dance, but do not want to compete, we invite you to join group class as well!  On Tuesdays, we will be working on traditional group dances that everyone can join us for.

Please let us know if you have any questions!  Group dance is fun, teambuilding, and a whole different Irish dance experience.

Tuition

Tuition will be due monthly as usual.  May tuition is due with your registration to secure your spot in class, and June, July, and August tuition are due at your first class for those months.  Once you have registered for a class or camp, tuition will be due in full even if your plans change and you are unable to come--so plan carefully.  However, you can take a make-up class for any class you miss (see below for information on make-ups).

Special Semester Tuition Deal:

If you will be taking class for all four summer months, you can receive 10% off the total tuition (including camps) if you pay for entire semester in advance.  Payments must be received with your summer registration.

Students taking only 1, 2, or three months may pay in advance but are not eligible for the 10%-off special.

Tuition for regular classes:
$60 for Beginner 2 & Intermediate 1 (Evergreen classes are $70)

$50 for Basics & Beginner 1 (Evergreen classes are $60)

$40 for Under 7 Basics (Evergreen classes are $45) 

$30 for each additional class or family member

$20 for group classes

Unlimited classes: dance ‘til you drop!  $105 pays for unlimited classes 

(+ $30 for each additional family member)  Note: does not include camps.

Tuition for camps:

$125 for four days for one student

$100 for four days for additional family members

$40 for one day of camp ($25 for the evening camp)

Make Up Classes

If you miss class for any reason, you are entitled to a make-up lesson.  You can make up your class by attending any other class at or below your level through August 31.  Camps can also count as make-ups (each camp day counts as 2 make ups).  Please call or email us to let us know which classes you will be attending as make-ups (don’t sign up for camp on the registration form if you will be using it as a make-up; there will be a make-up sign up sheet in the purple notebook).

Unfortunately, you cannot use a class you are registered for as a make-up.  For example, if you are registered for the Tuesday Beginner 2 class and you miss two lessons in June, you cannot use the same class in July as a make up (even if you are otherwise skipping the month).  Privates are also not available as make-up lessons.  However, we are always happy to help you find a class that works for you as a make-up.

Private Lessons

Private lessons are also available throughout the summer for students of any ability level.  Private lessons cost $40 per hour for 1-2 people (there is an additional charge for larger groups).  Ariel and Alexa are available for privates during the day Monday-Friday at Friendship Center.  They are also available Fridays at Dance Academy before 4:30 and after 7:30.  Other teachers may be available by special arrangement.  Call or email to set up a private lesson.
